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Renewal figures with R. H. Administrators for the new year were anticipated 
because the only laser on the policy would expire on August 31 st. When compared 
to a fully-funded plan, Agent Ken Roberts believed that renewal rates would 
virtually remain the same or minimally increase. 

City Manager Rodriguez asserted that there were numerous uncertainties 
regarding the proposed federal plan and its effect on the City. His 
recommendation was to remain with R.H. Administrators until the details of the 
proposed program were established. The City would perchance not be affected 
with penalties but was uncertain about the fees. Potentially, all would be known 
before January 1,2014. 

Director of Finance Smith emphasized that in having a partially self-funded plan 
that subsidized a portion of its claims, some of the fees would not affect the City. 
Open enrollment was scheduled for August with the health plan year commencing 
September 1 SI. 

Council Member Childs favored a new contract instead of'renewing the current 
one. Depending on what the federal government opted to do, additional fees could 
be incorporated into the existing agreement. 

Council Member Jackson concurred with Council Member Childs. He preferred 
to review a new contract before approval. 

Mayor Pro-Tem Hodges was in favor of the renewal if the contract remained the 
same. As informed, costs would more than likely remain the same. 

Mayor Lannom understood that they would merely be agreeing to the current 
contract's option and not a different contract. 

Director of Finance Smith emphasized that the agreement would renew precisely 
as it was. The fixed costs might adjust but the program would remain the same. 

Motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to approve the 
Extension of Existing Agreement with R.H. Administrators for Combined 
Employee Group Medical, Dental, Vision, Life & ADID Insurance
