
ORDINANCE NO. 15-110 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 24 OF THE CODE OF 
ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FORT STOCKTON TITLED UTILITIES*, 
ARTICLE IV.- WATER, WASTE WATER AND GAS MAIN EXTENSIONS 
AND INCORPORATING DIVISION 1. WASTEWATER CAPITAL 
RECOVERY FEES AND REPEALING ALL OTHER ORDINANCES OR 
PORTIONS THEREOF IN CONFLICT, A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND 
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that the changes set forth would be in the best interest of the 
citizens of the City of Fort Stockton; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FORT 
STOCKTON, TEXAS: 

CHAPTER 24. UTILITIES* 
ARTICLE IV. WATER, WASTE WATER AND GAS MAIN EXTENSIONS* 

DIVISION 1. WASTEWATER CAPITAL RECOVERY FEES 

Sees. 24-81.-24-86. **** 

Sec. 24-87. Imposed. 
A capital recovery fee is hereby imposed upon new or expanded water connections to premises served by the 
wastewater system of the City. 

( 1) Fees Additional. The capital recovery fees imposed in this section are in addition to utility tap 
fees, sewer rates, water rates and reimbursement fees. 

(2) New Connections. A capital recovery fee shall be paid for new connections to the City's 
wastewater system. 

Sec. 24-88. Addition, Expansion, Remodeling, Other Change of Use. 
(1) A capital recovery fee shall be paid in the event of addition, expansion, remodeling, or other 

use which requires an increase in water service size. 
(2) The amount of the fee for increased service shall be calculated by subtracting the fee for the 

existing service from the amount of the fee for the new service. 
(3) A change of use resulting in decreased water service shall not entitle any person to a refund. 
(4) No fee shall be paid where a structure is being replaced because of demolition, fire, or other 

natural causes and where the replacement would call for a capital recovery fee of the same amount 
or less than before. 

Sec. 24-89. Payment Required Prior to Connection to System. 
Capital recovery fees whether a new connection, addition, expansion, remodeling, change of use, etc. shall 
entirely be paid at City Hall prior to issuance of a building permit. 

Sec. 24-90. Fee Required Prior to Issuance of Building Permit for Change of Use. 
If a change of use requires a higher capital recovery fee, a building permit will not be issued until the capital 
recovery fee has first been paid at City Hall. 

Sec. 24-91. Fees. 
Capital recovery fees to be imposed are as follows: 

(1) Single-family Dwellings ...................................................... $500.00 
(2) Multifamily Dwellings (apartments, condominiums): 

a. Efficiencies and One Bedroom Units, Per Unit ........ $200.00 
b. Two-Bedroom Units, Per Unit ................................ $350.00 
c. Three or More Bedroom Units, Per Unit .................. $500.00 

(3) Hospitals, Per Bed ............................................................... $400.00 
(4) Nursing Homes, Per Living Unit ................................ $100.00 
(5) Hotels and Motels, Per Unit ................................................ $100.00 
(6) Other Commercial and Industrial Fees are Determined by the Size of the Water Meter: 

METER SIZE (INCHES) FEE 

5/8"- %" $500.00 

1" $1,000.00 

IY2" $1,500.00 

2" $2,000.00 



3" $4,000.00 

4" $5,000.00 

6" $7,000.00 

Over 6" $15,000.00 

Sec. 24-92. Effective Period; Transferability. A capital recovery fee payment shall be effective for a period 
of24 months. If the wastewater connection has not been made within such time, no refund will be made. The 
fee may not be transferred to any other site, but the fee and the rights conferred thereby shall be with the 
original site and be owned by succeeding owners. 

Sec. 24-93. Deposit of Fees Into Interest-Bearing Accounts. 
(1) The capital recovery fees collected under this section shall be deposited in an interest-bearing 

account clearly identifying such account as "Wastewater Capital Recovery Fees." Interest 
earned on such funds shall be considered funds of the account, and shall be subject to all 
restrictions placed upon such funds. 

(2) Expenditures of capital recovery fee funds shall be made only to pay the cost of constructing 
capital improvements or facility expansions, including the construction, contract price, 
surveying and engineering fees, land acquisition costs (including land purchases, court awards and 
costs, attorney's fees, and expert witness fees), and the fees actually paid or contracted to be paid 
to an independent qualified engineer or financial consultant preparing or updating the capital 
improvements plan who is not an employee of the city, and for the payment of principal and 
interest on bonds, notes, certificates of obligation, or other obligations issued to fmance capital 
improvements or expansions. 

(3) The records of the accounts into which the capital recovery fees are deposited shall be open for 
public inspection and copying during ordinary business hours. 

Sec. 24-94. - 24.95. Reserved. 

Severability. If any provision, sections, exceptions, subsections, paragraph, sentence, clause or phase of this 
ordinance or the application of same to any person or set of circumstances, shall for any reason be held 
unconstitutional, void or invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of this 
ordinance or their application to other persons or sets of circumstances and to this end all provisions of this 
ordinance are declared to be severable. 

Conflicts. All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the terms of this ordinance are hereby 
repealed; provided however, that such repeal shall be only to the extent of such inconsistency and in all other 
respects this ordinance shall be cumulative of other ordinances regulating and governing the subject matter 
covered by this ordinance. 

This ordinance shall become effective October 15, 2015, after its approval and adoption upon final 
reading and its publication pursuant to law.
